Ultimaker Operating Procedures

· Make sure that the ventilation duct is connected to the window and the printer enclosure.

· Make sure that there are no air leaks in the window seal and the ventilation duct.

· Unlock the enclosure door and put the lock aside in a safe location.

· Open the enclosure door and set it aside in a safe location.

· Turn on the power bar for the printer enclosure.

· Make sure the fan is operational.

· Turn on the Ultimaker printer.

· Set up the printer filament and print bed for printing.

· Close and seal the enclosure door.

· Make sure that you follow printing instructions in the Ultimaker user guide when using the printer.

· Close the door 

· Wait for the print to cool and the exhaust to vent out of the enclosure.

· Open the enclosure door.

· Remove the print.

· Turn off the printer and power bar.

· Close and seal the enclosure door.

· Lock the enclosure door.

· Clean up and put away any materials you have used.
